CHARGING PATIENTS FOR SERVICES RELATED TO TRAVEL ABROAD
A GP can charge a private fee for:-

1. Prescribing or providing drugs which a patient requires to have in his possession solely in anticipation of the onset of an ailment while he is outside the UK, but for which he is not requiring treatment when the medicine is prescribed. Example: antibiotics in case of D&V. 

2. For prescribing or providing drugs for malaria chemoprophylaxis.

LIST OF PRESCRIBED MEDICAL CERTIFICATES 

In response to several enquiries we would remind GPs that they CANNOT charge patients for certificates:-

1. To establish unfitness for jury service. 

2. To enable a person to be registered as an absent voter on the grounds of physical incapacity. 

3. To support a claim by or on behalf of a severely mentally impaired person for exemption from liability to pay the Council Tax or eligibility for a discount in respect of the amount of Council Tax payable.

IMPORTANT NOTE 

You must not charge for any certificate to establish unfitness to attend for medical examination for those called up for National Service (National Service Act 1948 (Q)) We have had many examples where people are charging for these and this must stop forthwith!!
